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Stage 1 Overview of the Delphi Method Process

- Delphi techniques are used internationally to investigate a wide variety of issues
- To have a group of experts: collective wisdom judgment versus one individual expert
- Delphi techniques outcomes less valuable than RCTs, meta-analysis
- BUT Delphi techniques are valuable for guidelines development
- Experts can draw on various sources of information to make their judgments
- Personal expertise, publications, studies evaluations, observations

Therefore the aim of Delphi technique is to obtain the most reliable consensus of
opinion of a group of experts (aggregation of ideas)
Diversity of opinions

Independence of opinions
Aggregation of private judgments into a collective decision
Trust and fairness within the group
